6. Dispatch will be the RESCUE BASE COORDINATOR until relieved by another
staff member. The RESCUE BASE COORDINATOR isresponsiblefor initiating
therescue response. RESCUE BASE COORDINATOR instructions follow.

7. Maintain adetailed log of events and standby to assist the RESCUE BASE

COORDINATOR with communications.
