Long distances, from Tromsø about 2 hours by car (20min by 

HKP) 

Group of four tourists, not able to communicate the position – 

language problems.  

Heli went to wrong valley, search for 30 min. 

Avalanche in same area earlier same day, not reported

- Terrain trap, difficult to make a safe 

approach. 

- Early decision to limit the number of 

rescuers.  

- Early transceiver signal – 7m 

Need for fit and trained rescuers 

to dig 

 



■ Final depth 5,3m 

■ Located in a river 

■ Due to long burrialtime CPR was 

preformed becasue of air pocket over 

the whater where the victim was found. 

■ The person was transported to the 

hospital in Tromsø and put on ECMO 

treatment, but the braindammage was 

unfortently to big – died the next 

morning.
